The Parish Council of Iberville Parish, State of Louisiana, met in Regular Session, in the Council Meeting 
Room, 2nd Floor, Courthouse Building, 58050 Meriam Street, Plaquemine, Louisiana, on the 15th day of May, 
2007. 
   
The Council Chairman, Eugene P. Stevens, Jr., called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. followed by the roll call 
with the following Council Members in attendance:  Warren Taylor, District 1; Mrs. Drena D. Ourso, District 2;

A quorum was present and due notice had been published.  The Pledge of allegiance followed.

President J. Mitchell Ourso was not in attendance. 
 
Chairman Stevens presented to appointed Councilwoman, Drena D. Ourso, District No.2 a plaque in recognition 
of her outstanding and dedicated services rendered as Councilwoman of District Two of the Parish of Iberville, 
from July 18, 2006 through May 15, 2007 serving both professionally and with political dignity in achieving 
and contributing to the Betterment of Live and Community Development throughout District Two and the 
Parish of Iberville.

PRESENTATIONS & APPEARANCES 
 
$ Mrs. Glenda Jeansonne, Executive Directory of the Louisiana Airport Authority reported on the progress 

of the proposed airport on the Iberville/Ascension Parish line.  She spoke on two bills to go before 
legislation and asked for the Council’s support through a resolution of the Louisiana Airport Authority 
Intermodal Transportation Facility Project.

WHEREAS, the Iberville Parish Council is in full support of the Intermodal Transportation 
Facility being proposed by the Louisiana Airport Authority.  

 
WHEREAS, the location of the Intermodal Transportation Facility in Iberville, Ascension and 
Assumption Parishes would greatly enhance the economic potential of the area and provide 
much needed job opportunities for all residents. The construction of the facility would allow the 
area to become a strategic destination for handling transportation of products, materials and 
supplies produced worldwide.  

 
WHEREAS, the Louisiana Airport Authority has demonstrated the viability of the Intermodal 
Transportation Center and the construction of the facility would be beneficial to Iberville Parish 
and the State of Louisiana.  

 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish has benefitted immensely from the petrochemical chemical 
industries located in the Parish and the location of  the Intermodal Transportation Center would 
help Iberville Parish become a destination to conduct worldwide business.  

 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish is anxious for the Intermodal Transportation Center to be 
constructed and is ready to work with the Louisiana Airport Authority and State of Louisiana to 
help this project become a success.  

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Iberville Parish Council respectfully 
requests that the Louisiana Legislature support HB 886 to authorize the funding set aside for the 
steel mill project be dedicated for the Louisiana Airport Authority Intermodal Transportation 
Center Project.  

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Iberville Parish Council requests that the Council Clerk 
forward a copy of this resolution in support of the Louisiana Airport Authority Intermodal 
Transportation Center to the State Legislative Delegation and U. S. Congressional delegation.

The following ordinance which were previously introduced at a regular meeting of the Parish Council on April 
17, 2007, and a  summary thereof having  been published in the official journal, the public hearing on this 
ordinance held on the 15th of May 2007, at 6:00 p.m., in the Council Meeting Room, 2nd Floor Courthouse 
Building, 58050 Meriam Street, Plaquemine, Louisiana, was  brought was brought to final passage with a motion 
by Councilman Butler, and seconded by Councilman Jewell:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE 2007 OPERATING BUDGET IN THE  AMOUNT 
OF $265,000.00 TO PROVIDE FOR ADDITIONAL GRANT FUNDING FOR THE 
IBERVILLE COUNCIL ON AGING AND TO PURCHASE HEAVY DRAINAGE 
EQUIPMENT.  



 
WHEREAS, the Iberville Parish Council previously approved the 2007 operating budgets  which included a 
grant to the Iberville Council on Aging for $55,000 and no appropriation in the Drainage Maintenance Fund for 
the purchase of heavy equipment. 
 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish proposes an amendment of $65,000 to supplement the operations of the Iberville 
Parish Council on Aging Program which brings the total 2007 appropriation for the Council On Aging to 
$120,000.  The Council on Aging will use this supplement for additional staffing and to cover increased 
operational costs.  
 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish proposes an amendment of $200,000 for the acquisition of a new 29 ton crawler 
excavator for the purpose of parish-wide drainage maintenance.  The excavator will be purchase from Federal 
Bid Contract in compliance with state and local laws.   
WHEREAS, the Parish President has certified that there is a sufficient unencumbered balance in the General 
Fund and the Drainage Maintenance Fund to provide for the increase in Council on Aging Grant Funding and the 
acquisition of new drainage equipment. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Iberville Parish Council as follows: 
 
“That the 2007 operating budget be increased in the amount of $265,000.00 to provide for the purchase of a 
excavator for drainage Maintenance ($200,000) and additional Council on Aging grant funding ($65,0000).”

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE 2007 OPERATING BUDGET IN THE  AMOUNT 
OF $143,600 AND TO SUPPLEMENT THE 2007 OPERATING BUDGET IN THE 
AMOUNT OF $113,105 TO PROVIDE FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF SUBSTANCE 
ABUSE GRANT FUNDS AND AERIAL MOSQUITO SPRAYING. 

  



WHEREAS, the Iberville Parish Council previously approved the 2007 operating budgets which that included 
operating funds of $368,250 for the operations of the Iberville Parish Substance Abuse program for prevention, 
treatment and drug court.  The Iberville Parish Council also previously approved $195,095 in the 2007 operating 
budget for the Mosquito Abatement program.   
 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish proposes to supplement the 2007 operating budget revenues for grant funds 
totaling $28,600 from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration, a division of the U.S. 
Department of Health and Hospitals for the purpose of evaluating the feasibility of conducting a more extensive 
evaluation of the Iberville Parish coping skills program with the possibility of receiving more grant funds in the 
future. 
 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish proposes to supplement the 2007 operating budget revenues for grant  funds 
totaling $84,505 from the Center for Environmental Health Services Office of Public Health, a division of the 
Louisiana Department of Health and Hospitals for the purpose of  a professional firm to perform aerial mosquito 
spraying throughout Iberville parish.   
 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish proposes to amend the 2007 operating budget expenditures for a total of $28,600 
for the purpose of hiring a professional to perform feasibility study on the expansion of the Iberville Parish 
coping skills program. 
 
WHEREAS, Iberville Parish proposes to amend the 2007 operating budget expenditures for a total of $115,000 
for the purpose of hiring a firm to perform aerial mosquito spraying throughout Iberville parish.   
 
WHEREAS, the Parish President has certified that there is a sufficient unencumbered balance in the Drainage 
Fund to supplement the $84,505 grant for the purpose of Aerial Mosquito Spraying. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Iberville Parish Council as follows: 
 
“That the 2007 operating budget be increased in the amount of $143,600 to provide for the acceptance and 
expenditure of Substance Abuse Grant Funds ($28,600),  and the acceptance and expenditure of  $84,505 in 
Louisiana Department of Health and Hospital Funds (Aerial Spraying) and $30,495 to supplement the 
expenditure of those Louisiana Department of Health and Hospital Funds (Aerial Spraying).”

WHEREAS, the Parish of Iberville, through its Parish Council, has been requested to declare certain movable 
property, which is no longer required by the Parish Council and other Parish agencies, as surplus property, which 
is more particularly described and itemized on the attached schedule, marked as Exhibit “A”, and incorporated 
herein by reference. 
 
WHEREAS, Louisiana Revised Statute Title 49, Section 125 provides that the State of Louisiana or any of its 
political subdivisions may sell surplus movable property at public auction, and further authorizes the 
employment of a qualified licensed auctioneer to handle said public sale. 
  
WHEREAS,  Pull My Leg, Inc, is a licensed qualified auctioneer in the State of Louisiana, and has submitted  
proposal to sell said surplus movable property on behalf of the Iberville Parish Council, at the place, date and 
time selected by the Parish to be published in accordance with law, namely, July 14, 2007, at 10:00 a.m. at the 
C.M. (Mike) Zito Multipurpose Center.

WHEREAS, the Iberville Parish Council previously purchased real estate in Grosse Tete, Louisiana adjacent to 
Interstate 10 for the construction of an Iberville Parish Welcome Center that will serve to improve the historic, 
cultural, and recreational resources in Iberville Parish, Louisiana and to provide benefits to the Atchafalaya 
Basin Program. 
 
WHEREAS, the Louisiana Department Natural Resources and Iberville Parish Council have agreed to enter into 
a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement for funding of the construction of the new Iberville Parish Grosse Tete 
Welcome Center in the amount of  $325,000.00. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Iberville Parish Council as follows: 
 
“That J. Mitchell Ourso, Jr., Parish President is hereby duly authorized and empowered on behalf of the Iberville 
Parish Council to execute a cooperative endeavor agreement between the Iberville Parish Council and the 
Louisiana Department of Natural Resources for funding for the construction of the Iberville Parish Grosse Tete 
Welcome Center.”
